COURSES PROGRAM  
 

o Levels*:  

o 1. Initiation 1: For beginners. Previous small training in Flamenco or basic skills 

in Flamenco dance. 

o 2. Initiation 2: For beginners. Previous training in Flamenco or basic skills in 

Flamenco dance. 

o 3. Intermediate: Basic knowledge in the art of Flamenco or dance style chosen. 

o 4. Advanced: Focused on improving technique and choreography in Flamenco 

or dance style chosen. 

o 5. Proficiency: Professional level. Oriented to work in depth a choreography 

and expression of a style. For this category it is necessary to enroll in advance 

at the correct technical level. 

o *Levels in Spain tend to be higher than outside Spain. Any question about 

adequate level contact to our Festival Office

o Duration of courses: 

o Initiation: 10,5 hours over 7 days (1 hour and 30 minutes daily) 

o Intermediate, Advanced, Proficiency: 14 hours over 7 days (2 hours daily). 

 

o Places available by course: 25 (20 in Javier Latorre’s Choreography course)  

 

o Registration fee* in courses of 7 days of duration: 

 

INITIATION (1 y 2):  350 € 

INTERMEDIATE:  370 € 

ADVANCED:  380 € 

PROFICIENCY:  390 € 

 

o Discounts*: Participants who register for more than one course in the same week will 

have a discount on the fee of 2nd and 3th course.  

o Conditions of the discounts: 

25 % discount on course fee (or courses) applicable to the fee of course or 

course in equal or lower level. 

Applicable (only) to courses of 7 days duration

o *Course of Choreography and Technique of Javier Latorre: The last day of the 

course there will be an exhibition of the work done on the course by those 

students who wish to participate, in one of the performance spaces of the 

Festival. This exhibition will be open and free to the public.  

 

o Registration fee * in intensive courses: 130 € 

The cost of enrollment includes the show programed in Villamarta Theatre on that 

day.

Duration: 7 hours and 30 minutes over 5 days (1 hour and 30 minutes daily)

The Festival will arrange a singer and guitarist on the courses, corresponding to each 

teacher to decide how organizes their classes.
